The contractors used MOT type 3 which has reduced �nes 
for the subbase. The fact this material has reduced �nes 
means even when compacted there will still be small 
voids allowing water to in�ltrate through into the 
substrate. 

They then used 2-6mm agricultural grit as bedding layer 
and laid the CORE Drive 38-25 sheets on top. A 10-12mm 
angular gravel was used to �ll the cells as the smaller the 
gravel the �atter the surface making it easier for prams 
and wheelchairs to pass over it.

The primary requirement was to create a �at �rm 
surface that was accessible to wheelchair and prams. 

The second problem was that this particluar area of the 
drive was prone to �ooding and required a SuDS 
complaint surface that would allow the water to 
in�ltrate back into the substrate as quickly as possible.

Lastly, to use products that would enable them to stay 
within the clients budget.

Using a gravel stabilisation grid means you have a 
cost e�ective �rm surface that allows the water to 
drain away.

The attached geotextile membrane means no weeds 
will grow from underneath the grid and eliminates 
the risk of gravel slipping under the cell wall and 
causing the grid to rise.
